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Definitions and Clarification of Futsi-ka

Children entering Futsi-ka

1. Child should be able to get help with Japanese study from at least one of the parents
(or guardians) on regular basis.
2. Child regularly communicates with his/her parent(s) (or guardians) in Japanese.

To parents and guardians

1. In order for your child to keep up with Japanese study, parent’s (or guardian’s) support
is essential.

2. Lessons are taught only in Japanese. Therefore parent(s) (or guardians) are
encouraged to communicate with the child in Japanese on a daily basis so he/she can
understand the teacher and classmates.
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
